Izložba grafičkih printova, objekata i instalacija ,,Dodir,, namenjena je slabovidim osobama i osobama sa oštećenim čulom vida. Zasnovana je na grafičkoj tehnici,,suvi žig,, i Brajeve azbuke tako da se čitaju  putem dodira i doživljavaju taktilnim putem. Na svakom otisku prikazan je odredjeni  znak a  njegov naziv ili asocijacija na Brajevom pismu, što čine celinu.
Onovna ideja ove izložbe je da približi umetnost osobama sa ovim problemom i da im pomogne u tumačenju grfičkog jezika. U drugoj ravni ovi radovi u potpunosti komuniciraju sa osobama koji normalno vide kako bi bolje razumeli stvarnost i svet slabovidih i slepih. Sučeni smo se da se nedovoljno obraća pažnja na obeležavanje i označavanje ulica, semafora, trotoara kojim bi se osobe bezbednije i sigurnije kretale. Većina ljudi ne poznaje i ne razume znakove i simbole koje koriste slepi kao orjentire i putokaze, pa je ova izložba prilika da se bolje razume ovaj problem.U umetničkom smislu pokušao sam da napravim vezu izmedju vizuelnog i taktilnog kako bi se razumela ideja i saopštila poruka.

The exhibition of graphic prints, objects and installations "Keep in Touch" is intended for the blind and visually impaired person. It is based on the graphic technique, dry mark, and Braille so that they are read by touch and experienced tactilely. Each print shows a certain sign and its name or association in Braille, which make up the whole.

The main idea of ​​this exhibition is to bring art closer to people with this problem and to help them interpret graphic language. On another level, these works fully communicate with sighted people in order to better understand the reality and the world of the visually impaired and blind. We have been judged that insufficient attention is paid to the marking and labeling of streets, traffic lights, sidewalks, which would make people move more safely and securely. Most people do not know and do not understand the signs and symbols used by the blind as landmarks and guideposts, so this exhibition is an opportunity to better understand this problem. In the artistic sense, I tried to make a connection between the visual and the tactile in order to understand the idea and communicate the message.
